Hosting a BAS Event
The British Aphasiology Society (BAS) is a national interest group formed to foster the development of the study of aphasia. Its aims are:
· To encourage the dissemination of knowledge of aphasia and its treatment amongst all disciplines concerned with aphasia. 

· To promote the application of a scientific approach to include qualitative as well as experimental methods to aphasia investigation and its rehabilitation. 

· To promote the interests of people with aphasia by broadening the knowledge and understanding of aphasia. 

· To promote and draw upon the expertise of people with aphasia.
To promote these aims, BAS run a range of activities including a biennial conference, a biennial therapy symposium and annual research in progress meetings. BAS is interested in hearing from institutions who are interested in hosting one of these events.

BAS Biennial International Conference

The BAS biennial International Conference is the main event for people working in aphasiology in the UK. It aims to disseminate the best available research and practice in the field of aphasiology from researchers and clinicians around the world. The host institution can shape the conference through their choice of invited speakers, and through the selection of conference themes and content. The BAS committee, in conjunction with a dedicated conference organiser, provides substantial support and guidance in setting up the event. All expenses are met through the registration fees of the conference and any profit is shared between the host institution and BAS.

BAS biennial Therapy Symposium

The BAS biennial Therapy Symposium provides the opportunity for aphasia therapists to describe therapy interventions in detail in a series of hour-long presentations. Each presentation is followed by a half-hour collaborative discussion between the speaker, an expert panel and the audience. The result is that speakers gain valuable feedback on their therapy, and delegates leave the symposium with sufficient information to replicate or extend the therapy ideas that have been discussed.
The host institution provides symposium leadership, a committee and conference administration, while the main BAS committee, in conjunction with the dedicated symposium organiser, provides support and guidance in setting up the event. All expenses are met through the registration fees of the conference and any profit is shared between the host institution and BAS.

BAS Annual Research in Progress Meetings
The Research in Progress Meetings are one-day events which provide researchers in aphasia with an opportunity to discuss planned or ongoing research. The meetings are usually themed around one aspect of aphasiology.
The host institution decides the theme, provides a committee to referee submissions and provides administration for the meeting. The BAS committee supports the local committee with advertising and other matters. A small fee is charged to delegates to cover the hosting institution’s stationery and catering expenses.
