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Using PowerPoint as a therapy tool and communication ai

We originally exploited the features of dynamic PowerPoint to deliver therapy for naming
disorders (Munro et al 2009). We quickly realised that it could be used to deliver interesting
and effective therapy to meet a variety of communication and cognitive goals. In addition,
some of our patients have used it to promote interaction and meet a specific
communication need. Some of our ideas were presented in a poster at the BAS conference
in Sheffield.

Following the conference several BAS members have contacted us wanting a bit more detail
about how to get started. We have made a simple PowerPoint to demonstrate our
favourite PowerPoint dynamic features and to illustrate specific activities for a variety of
needs.

Discharge from aphasia therapy: how to prepare students

SLT students are generally not taught about or exposed to the process of discharge from
aphasia therapy pre-registration. This qualitative study explores the views of SLTs, patients
and carers on the discharge process, and finds a disparity between the viewpoints of these
groups (e.g. on the reasons for discharge; whether goals had been reached). The authors
argue that such breakdowns in communication highlight the need for discharge to be
included in the curriculum, in order to reduce the anxiety for the clinician and improve the
experience for patients and carers.

The role oflanguage in spatial organisation

The question of whether humans rely on language to construct integrated representations
of spatial cues is controversial. This study examines reorientation skills in 5 individuals with
severe agrammatic aphasia or global aphasia. Even when required to carry out reorientation
tasks with interference from a concurrent verbal task, the participants with aphasia
performed at a similar level to non-aphasic control participants. The authors argue that this
demonstrates that neither syntax nor lexical resources are required for spatial cue
integration, and that this adds to the growing body of evidence from aphasia studies that
complex reasoning is independent from language in the mature cognitive system.
