Guidelines for applications for BAS Events Grants
Revised November 2011
BAS Events Grants provide assistance to people attending the BAS International Conference and the BAS Therapy Symposium. Up to ten places are sponsored at each Conference and Therapy Symposium.  Applicants may apply for up to £200 each.


Funding is available to both delegates and presenters, although priority is given to presenters. Awards may cover registration, accommodation, travel expenses and other essentials. Priority is given to applicants who have limited access to funding from other sources, and who would be unable to attend the conference without BAS’s help.

The BAS Committee considers applications at its January and June meetings. The total number of awards made and the amount of each award are at the discretion of the committee. The Society also retains the right not to award any money in a given year.


Eligibility Criteria

BAS Events Grants are available to both members and non-members of BAS.
Conditions of funding

Successful applicants must acknowledge BAS support on any written or oral presentation of the funded work, and may be invited to present a conference report at a BAS event. They will be asked to forward to the BAS committee: 

a) a report of the conference/symposium for the BAS newsletter
b) receipts detailing expenditure. Any unspent money must be returned

Please note that people who have previously received support from this fund may not re-apply for a minimum of two years. 
Please complete the application form and return it to the Conference Support Fund Organiser, preferably via email (see contact details below). There are two deadlines for receipt of applications in 2012: 13 January; 8 June. Your application will be considered at the January or June Committee meeting, as appropriate.
