Guidelines for applications for BAS Events Grants 
Revised February 2023
BAS Events Grants provide assistance to people attending the BAS International Conference.
Applicants for a BAS Conference are usually asked to select a 
specific package of support (e.g. 3-day registration; 1-day registration plus travel up to a maximum amount). See the application form for details. 
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IMPORTANT NOTE: you will benefit more from your grant if you book early bird registration rates - you are responsible for ensuring that you book your place before the early bird deadline. You can only claim for conference-related expenses (registration, travel, accommodation) that you hold receipts for, up to the value of the grant awarded (see page 4 of this form). Your grant will be paid to you by cheque after you have emailed confirmation of your registration and receipts for any other relevant expenses to conference-support-fund@bas.org.uk 
Funding is available to both delegates and presenters, although priority is given to presenters. Unless otherwise stated, awards may cover registration, 
accommodation, travel expenses and other essentials. Priority is given to applicants who have limited access to funding from other sources, and who would be unable to attend the event without BAS’s help. 
The BAS Committee considers applications at its January and June meetings - see website for deadlines. The total number of awards made and the amount of each award are at the discretion of the committee. The Society also retains the right not to award any money in a given year. 
Eligibility Criteria 
BAS Events Grants are available to both members and non-members of BAS (non-member event registration will normally include 1 year of BAS membership).  
Applications CANNOT be made after you have attended an event. 
Conditions of funding 
Successful applicants must acknowledge BAS support on any written or oral presentation of the funded work, and may be invited to present a conference report at a BAS event. They will be asked to email a report of the conference/symposium/ workshop to the BAS Newsletter Officer (newsletter@bas.org.uk) for publication in the BAS Newsletter. They must return to BAS any money remaining unspent. 
Please complete the application form and return it to the Conference Support Fund Officer (details below). You are responsible for submitting the application before the EVENT you wish to attend and by the deadline - for deadlines, see the website.
